	The Gisborne Angler’s Club hut is operated for members to stay overnight or longer periods to fly-fish the Ruakituri River. It is located on the Erepeti Recreation Reserve, Erepeti Rd, Northern Hawkes Bay (NZTM 1978455E 5701250N). The Erepeti  Recreation Reserve is predominately grassed with a few trees (mainly exotic) and is used for grazing livestock.

The building of the hut was completed in 1957 with funds raised from debentures taken up by club members. The hut is a traditional one room anglers hut and has sleeping and cooking facilities for up to 4 members at a time. The hut occupies an area of 26 sq. m.  It is situated in a small fenced area within the reserve of approximately 540 sq. m.
The club utilizes an LPG gas cooker and fridge. 
Rain water is collected and stored in an outside water tank. The hut is regularly maintained by club members and the most recent upgrade included the installation of a solar lighting system.

The only waste water the hut produces is from the sink. This is disposed of into a sinkhole.

The hut has a long drop toilet. 
The hut has a fire extinguisher, a carbon monoxide and a smoke detector installed.

 Club members park cars immediately adjacent to the hut on the grass.

The hut is painted dark green (similar to DOC huts) and is barely visible from the road.

The club has the hut insured.

	The hut was completed in 1957 for the recreational use of club members. The Gisborne Anglers Club currently has about 90 members and is open to the public to join. Club members pay a fee of $15 per night to use the hut which currently offsets most of the running costs of the hut. The balance of the hut running costs come from the club annual subscription of $20 per annum. The club makes no financial gain from operating the hut.
Staying at the hut supports the physical and mental wellbeing of members in the healthy outdoor activity of fly fishing for trout. It also enables members to take their families up for a holiday.
The public have access over the reserve to the river for fishing, swimming and picnicking.
Neighbouring farmers have access through the reserve, and also a beekeeper accesses his beehives through the reserve
Maintenance – Pest control

The fencing immediately around the hut has been maintained by club members. This fence is designed to stop cattle but let sheep under for grazing around the hut. The gate on this fence is never locked. Rats and mice are being controlled by the use of rodent baits on an ongoing basis.

The club would be happy to continue these activities.
The land was originally controlled by the Hawkes Bay Regional council before being taken over by DOC. The club wishes to formalise its position with DOC.
